Jacob’s	
  well	
  was	
  there,	
  and	
  Jesus,	
  Dred	
  as	
  He	
  was	
  
from	
  the	
  journey,	
  sat	
  down	
  by	
  the	
  well.	
  	
  It	
  was	
  
about	
  noon.	
  
When	
  a	
  Samaritan	
  woman	
  came	
  to	
  draw	
  

water,	
  Jesus	
  said	
  to	
  her,	
  “Will	
  you	
  give	
  me	
  a	
  
drink?”	
  (His	
  disciples	
  had	
  gone	
  into	
  the	
  town	
  to	
  
buy	
  food.)	
  

The	
  Samaritan	
  woman	
  said	
  to	
  Him,	
  “You	
  are	
  a	
  
Jew	
  and	
  I	
  am	
  a	
  Samaritan	
  woman.	
  	
  How	
  can	
  you	
  
ask	
  me	
  for	
  a	
  drink?”	
  (For	
  Jews	
  do	
  not	
  associate	
  
with	
  Samaritans).	
  
Jesus	
  answered	
  her,	
  “If	
  you	
  knew	
  the	
  giP	
  of	
  

God	
  and	
  who	
  it	
  is	
  that	
  asks	
  you	
  for	
  a	
  drink,	
  you	
  
would	
  have	
  asked	
  Him	
  and	
  He	
  would	
  have	
  given	
  
you	
  living	
  water.”	
  
“Sir,”	
  the	
  woman	
  said,	
  “you	
  have	
  nothing	
  to	
  

draw	
  with	
  and	
  the	
  well	
  is	
  deep.	
  	
  Where	
  can	
  you	
  
get	
  this	
  living	
  water?
